Those attributes really 

helped us through the global economic downturn, as our 

construction boom continued.  In fact, our City set an all -time 

building permit record this year, which included very robust 

housing starts.  

Moodyõs Investment Services certainly agrees with our strategy, 

as their credit opinion has bumped upwards five times since 

2002, reflecting a prudent fiscal plan and stable operations.  

North Bay was also featured positively in many national 

publications.  MoneySense Magazineõs Best Places to Live in 

Canada  ranked North Bay 16th out of 154 cities across the 

country, and was the only Northern Ontario community to make 

the top 25!  

The past year was certainly one for the record books.  With 

unprecedented investment in our own infrastructure, new 

industries such as film getting underway and continued support 

from the Canadian development community, we look forward 

to continuing the trend into 2010.

2009 was a record year for construction in North Bay, hitting an all -time building permit     

record of $92 million. The City has seen the construction of a Hampton Inn, Shoppers Drug 

Mart, One Kids Place - Childrenõs Treatment Centre, a $45 million water treatment facility 

and the North Bay Regional Health Centre, which is slated to open in the Fall of 2010.  

Nipissing University and Canadore College have a new $23 million, 56,000 sq. -ft. Learning 

Library currently under construction.  

$49 million of infrastructure upgrades have included the resurfacing and restructuring of  

several area roads and a new pedestrian underpass connecting the downtown area with 

the waterfront.  
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
